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COMMISSIONER: Yes, I think appearances are largely as they
were yesterday, save that we have Ms Enbom today for
Victoria Police, Mr McDermott for the State, Ms O0'Gorman
for the DPP and Mr Koh for Faruk Orman. Just before we go
into closed hearing, Ms Enbom, because we're not sitting
for a few days it's probably a good time just to mention a
few statements that we're still waiting on. Mr Lardner's
statement, we've been told for a long time it's about to be
finalised and we still don't have it.

MS ENBOM: Yes. I saw an email yesterday that it has been
signed and it's being produced today.

COMMISSIONER: 1It's going to be?
MS ENBOM: It will be produced today.

COMMISSIONER: So we can ask for a Notice to Produce now,
is that right?

MS ENBOM: Yes.

COMMISSIONER: That's excellent, thank you. Just a couple
of other statement. Shane 0'Connell, last week we were
told may be finalised this week, but more Tikely next.
Then Mr Holt said it remains next Tast time. We still
don't have it. Any update on that one?

MS ENBOM: I think I read an email about that one yesterday
as well.

COMMISSIONER: If you and your instructors could give it a
hurry up, please.

MS ENBOM: Yes, I'l1l do that.

COMMISSIONER: Thank you. And Officer Pearce. Last we
heard there was some concern about his health and the
Commission was going to be updated. We haven't heard
anything more.

MS ENBOM: I'T11 get some instructions about that and
provide an update.

COMMISSIONER: If you can chase that up.

MS ENBOM: Yes.
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COMMISSIONER: Bernie Edwards. Mr Holt said last week that
he expected it to be finalised this week subject to issues
of emails. Again, if you and your instructors could follow
that up as a priority.

MS ENBOM: Yes.

COMMISSIONER: And the good news is we've been told Lucinda
Nolan's statement is now ready and the Commission has just,
last night we were told that and the Commission has just
issued a Notice to Produce. Hopefully we'll receive that
one today.

MS ENBOM: Yes. 1I'11 ensure that happens, Commissioner.

COMMISSIONER: Thank you. Mr Bateson, if you could return
to the witness box, and I remind you are, of course, on
your former oath. And we're now going into closed hearing.
