| am writing to confirm our discussions this afternoon.

At this stage, the prosecution intends to call Witness F on Tuesday to give evidence at the committal
proceedings.

In the meantime, Victoria Police will prepare a list of those documents in its possession which fall
within the categories of relevance highlighted previously. The list should be sufficiently informative
in a broad sense to enable the defence to identify any document they wish to view but not so
revelatory as to identify any contents of specific documents that would lead to the list itself
potentially compromising the safety of Witness F.

Once the list of documents is prepared, the defence may (or may at a later stage post committal
subject to their funding) request a document to be produced. At that point, Victoria Police should be
prepared to argue against disclosure of the whole or part of the document on the basis of PII.
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If any PIl arguments are unsuccessful and the information that would be released would endanger
the life of Witness F, the prosecution would then withdraw Witness F as a witness in the
prosecution.
