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L Mr Higgs submits that there is sufficient evidence before the Commission to conclude that Ms

Gobbo acted for Mr Higgs in the proceeding referred to in counsel assisting's submissions as the
‘tomato tins' proceeding.

2. Counsel Assisting has stated that, “It appears that Ms Gobbo did not act for Mr Higgs in relation to
the ‘tomato tins® proceeding™*

3. However, the evidence before the Commission includes the following:
(a) Ms Giobbo worked as an employee solicitor for Solicitor 1 in 2010 and 2011
(b) Solicitor 1 was representing Mr Higps;*
(c) Ms Gobbo condueted work for Mr Higgs through Solicitor 1.7

(d) Ms Gobho was involved in advising Mr Higgs in the course of his trial *

5. As such, it is submitted that Categories 1A, 1B and 2B apply in Mr Higgs' case.
