5. In so far as this subpoena requires production of the subpoena or a copy of it and a document or thing,

10. You have the right to apply to the Court-

(b) for an order with respect to your claim for privilege, public interest immunity or confidentiality 
in relation to any document or thing the subject of the subpoena. 

Loss or expense of compliance 

11. If you are not a party to the proceeding, you may apply to the Court for an order that the issuing party pay 
an amount (in addition to conduct money and any witness's expenses) in respect of the loss or expense, 
including legal costs reasonably incurred in complying with the subpoena. 

Contempt of court-arrest 

12. Failure to comply with a subpoena without lawful excuse is a contempt of court and may be dealt with 
accordingly. 

13. Note 12 is without prejudice to any power of the Court under any Rules of the County Court (including 
any Rules of the County Court providing for the arrest of an addressee who defaults in attendance in 
accordance with a subpoena) or otherwise, to enforce compliance with a subpoena.
